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From Creation to Creator
Psalm 19:1–6

Sermon Discussion Questions

1. What did the Holy Spirit teach you through this week’s passage and message?




2. Read Romans 1:18–20. How does God’s creation reveal his eternal power, divine nature, and invisible attributes?  Discuss.


Is knowledge of the created realm salvific?  Read Romans 10:17–18 and discuss.




3. Read Psalm 19:1–3.  These verses point out that God’s voice—his self-disclosure through the created realm—is undeniable.  What does the creation disclose about God/what does creation tell us about God?






4. Read Psalm 19:3–4b.  This weekend’s message pointed out that God’s voice demands a response—creation is a measuring line.  As God communicates through his creation, he invites us to respond to who he is.  What is the response God’s creative acts call for?  Discuss.



What does this response look like in your daily life?  Share with one another.






5. Read Psalm 19:4c–6.  These verses discuss the sun as evidence of God’s voice/communication reaching all people.  

What does the sun’s presence—covering all, warming creation, etc.—say about who God is (i.e. What do these verses reveal about God?)?  What does this say about God’s care for his creation?  What does it reveal about his ability to communicate his goodness to all?  Discuss.




What do these verses reveal about our responsibility to acknowledge God—from creation to Creator?  




6. Lastly, Psalm 19:1–6 is God’s self-disclosure of himself through creation to every person.  At the same time, God uses the new creation (those made new in Jesus, cf. 2 Corinthians 5:17) to point others to new life in Jesus.  How are you participating in shining & sharing Jesus with others?






· In the last few minutes, share with each other the names of 1–2 people you are in relationship with that don’t yet know Jesus.  Pray together for each of these people by name.  Pray that the Holy Spirit would provide opportunity to build relationship with these people.  Pray that the Holy Spirit would do what he alone can do and open their hearts to new life in Jesus!
