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Placed for a Purpose
Genesis 2:4–17

Sermon Discussion Questions
1. What did the Holy Spirit teach you through this week’s passage and message?




2. Read Genesis 2:4–17.  This week’s message had two parts to it: relational (vv. 4–14) and missional (15–17).  What do you think the significance is that before humans are given a responsibility (cultivate, vv. 15–17), they are drawn into relationship with the LORD—and firmly placed & supplied by him (vv. 4–14)?  Discuss your thoughts.






3. Read Genesis 2:7. Of all of God’s creation, humans are the only recipients of the Divine breath—humans are personally formed.  
Consider and discuss the following two questions:
a. What does this tell you about how God views you/values you?  



b. How does this lead you to respond and relate to God?




4. Read Genesis 2:8 and 2:15. Placement is purposeful—and God has intentionally placed you where you are to engage in Kingdom work.  How do you view the circumstances of your placement?  Is it difficult to view the situations of your life as a God-given field for you to cultivate?  How might you engage in the God-given circumstances of your life in a way that maximizes the work God wants to do both in and through you?




5. Read Genesis 2:16–17.  God focuses on his abundant provision—humans often focus on the limitations.  God owns it all and gives us spaces to cultivate as a stewardship.  How might you be “climbing onto the throne” and subverting God’s role in the spaces of your life? Where might you need to trust God and his program more?  Share and pray.





6. In God’s redemptive program—because of his great love—he is restoring & reconciling his creation through Jesus Christ!  Read the following passages—then share in the joy of these passages, share your personal challenges with these passages, identify how these passages serve as God’s invitation to trust him & his program and the ways in which he’s calling you to faithfully respond & engage:
· Romans 8:18–23
· 2 Corinthians 5:17–19
· 1 Corinthians 15:45 (read Genesis 2:7 first)
· Revelation 21:1–5





7. Our message reminded each of us that: 1. You are placed (vv. 4–14) and, 2. You are Commissioned (vv. 15–17).  We are not intended to be spectators in God’s world—instead, we are stewards in his garden.  Consider and pray through the following questions:
· What space has God given you to steward?
· How are you doing at cultivating that space to join God in his Kingdom work?





Pray with & for one another.
